On June 21, 2025, interviewer Lu Huiwen visited Mr. Zhu Yufu to discuss the revival of Opposition Party, the historical publication
of the China Democracy Party (CDP). Zhu recounted how the magazine was born under the leadership of Mao Qingxiang, endured
severe suppression after publishing eleven issues, and how it symbolized a living seed buried by the regime but never killed. He
described the magazine's underground origins, the brutal consequences faced by contributors, and the spirit of resistance that
carried it forward—even into exile.

Zhu emphasized that Opposition Party is not merely a publication but a moral and political torch carried by generations of
democracy activists. He discussed the risks, betrayals, resilience, and legacy behind its first eleven issues, and how the 12th issue—
now relaunched in exile—is a continuation of this mission. Looking ahead, Zhu envisions the magazine as a multilingual, globally
visible platform that documents real history, trains democratic leaders, and serves as an eternal voice of opposition—even in a future
democratic China.

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On the occasion of the International Day for Dialogue among Civilizations (June 10), this public appeal highlights the urgent need
to build meaningful platforms for civic dialogue in China. Using the case of a young textile worker known as  “Brother 800,” the
document exposes the severe lack of institutional channels for resolving labor disputes and ensuring justice for marginalized
groups. It emphasizes that genuine dialogue requires protecting the rights of the vulnerable and setting limits on unchecked power.
Citizens are encouraged to form or join rights-based groups, engage in local or government-led efforts, and participate in both
online and offline dialogue initiatives. Several citizen volunteers across different provinces have provided contact information to
act as local liaisons. This appeal calls for national participation to advance a more just, understanding, and civilized society.
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This editorial uses Claudia Goldin™ s Nobel-winning research to highlight how institutions shape societal outcomes. It argues
that China’ s recurring crises stem from systemic authoritarian failures. The China Democracy Party calls for institutional reform

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This series explores how the Chinese Communist Party constructs a narrative of "justice" and "greatness" through red education,
technological achievements, and cultural propaganda, disguising authoritarian control beneath a polished national image.
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Focusing on everyday life under CCP rule, this series exposes the absurdities and indifference embedded in systems like healthcare,
poverty reliet, and the judiciary—revealing the institutional hypocrisy behind official narratives.
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Concluding with four striking images— “Loyalty,”  “Happiness,”  “Religion,” and “Soul” —this section reveals how the CCP
asserts control over not only people’ s material lives and civil rights, but also their faith and inner spirit, culminating in a profound
spiritual rupture.
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In China, the phrase “Harmonious Society” is a state
propaganda slogan masking repression and social decay.
Beneath its surface lies a system that silences dissent,
suppresses compassion, and punishes truth-telling. What
appears to be peace is enforced silence—maintained
through fear, surveillance, and collective apathy. Tragic
events go unnoticed, victims receive no justice, and
empathy is treated as a threat. This is not moral decline by
choice, but the result of authoritarian conditioning.

True harmony cannot be achieved under one-party rule.
The article calls for ending the Chinese Communist Party” s
monopoly on power, restoring civil rights, and building
a society where people can speak, care, and act freely—
where “harmony” is not a lie, but a lived reality.
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This article draws a chilling line from the 1989 Tiananmen Square massacre to the ongoing suppression of Hong Kong and the
looming threat against Taiwan, exposing the Chinese Communist Party’ s systemic assault on freedom, truth, and justice. It
recounts how the CCP shattered Hong Kong’ s autonomy through the National Security Law, dismantling press freedom, arresting
pro-democracy leaders, and erasing public memory of dissent — all under the guise of “rule of law.”

The essay also warns that Taiwan is next. Military encirclement, diplomatic isolation, and psychological operations aim to subdue
its democratic will. Through detailed examples — from the imprisonment of Jimmy Lai and Joshua Wong to the banning of protest
songs and the destruction of memorials —— the author argues that China’ s “harmony” is a myth built on fear, silence, and
brutality.

The piece ends with a passionate call to resist authoritarianism. Silence is complicity. To defend freedom is not hatred, but
responsibility. The fight is for future generations to live with dignity, voice, and light — not under the shadow of a predatory regime.
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On June 22, 2025, President Lai Ching-te delivered a powerful speech titled “Ten Talks on National Unity” , reaffirming that
Taiwan belongs to its 23 million people—not to the People” s Republic of China, which has never governed Taiwan. Lai emphasized
Taiwan’ s democratic achievements, its sovereign status, and the principle that only the Taiwanese people can decide their future.

In sharp contrast, the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) continues its aggressive campaigns—including military threats,
disinformation warfare, political interference, and diplomatic isolation—in an attempt to undermine Taiwan’ s democracy and
sovereignty. The CCP’ s actions amount to an ongoing multidimensional assault on Taiwan and the international democratic order.

President Lai’ s speech is both a declaration and a call to action: to defend freedom, resist authoritarian
infiltration, and reject any form of "one country, two systems." It urges the Taiwanese people to remain united
and vigilant, and calls on global democracies to strengthen support for Taiwan in the face of CCP aggression.

Taiwan is @ beacon of democracy in Asia. Its fall would mark a serious setback for freedom worldwide. The world must stand with
Taiwan—for liberty, for peace, and for the future of democracy.
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On June 4, 2025, Director Wang Dan delivered the opening speech at the Los Angeles Tiananmen Memorial Museum. He
emphasized that the museum is not just a place of mourning or accusation, but a space of responsibility, continuity, and hope.
Built 36 years after the 1989 Tiananmen Square Massacre, the museum stands on free soil to preserve memory, confront silence,
and inspire a shared future.

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In a powerful message addressed to Chinese people at home and abroad, Chinese Democracy Party member Wang Zhishui calls
for the establishment of a true democratic system in China, grounded in traditional Chinese philosophy and modern constitutional
values. Quoting Laozi, Confucius, and Mencius, he highlights the ancient wisdom that governance should serve the people and
follow the natural order—"the Way" (Dao). He contrasts this ideal with China’ s long history of authoritarian rule and political
purges, from the Qin dynasty to the Communist era.

Wang argues that only democracy—where power belongs to the people, not a party or family—can bring long-term stability and
prosperity to China. He outlines core democratic principles: regular elections, limited presidential terms, and the right of all citizens
to run for public office. He emphasizes that with democracy, China can improve education, morality, and quality of life for all.

The message ends with a poetic call to action: to unite in dismantling dictatorship and building a system that brings dignity and
happiness to the people—because only democracy can truly save China.
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As global civilization faces authoritarian resurgence, information warfare, and spiritual crises, China's future stands at a pivotal
crossroads. The fall of the CCP could mark a historical turning point, and the overseas pro-democracy movement must evolve to
meet this moment—not just as protesters, but as cultural translators, crisis responders, and moral anchors.

The article outlines three strategic goals for overseas activists:

1.Awaken the Silent Majority in China: Shift from abstract slogans to relatable messaging; support underground content creators;
offer concrete visions of a democratic future.

2.Prepare for Post-CCP Humanitarian Crises: Build overseas emergency response hubs; advocate international intervention;
establish secure digital archives and relief funds.

3.Bridge the Generational Divide: Reconnect with younger generations through new storytelling methods, creative media, and
honest narratives of sacrifice and hope.

Ultimately, overseas democrats are called not only to resist, but to help rebuild China’ s moral and civic foundations in the post-
CCP era—serving not as rulers, but as torchbearers of conscience, memory, and transformation.

The 2019 Hong Kong protests exposed the core logic of Chinese communism: absolute party control and zero tolerance for dissent.
Faced with peaceful mass demonstrations, Beijing responded with repression, culminating in the 2020 National Security Law.
Joshua Wong, a key pro-democracy figure since his teens, became a symbol of resistance through peaceful activism. Despite
multiple arrests and prison sentences, including new charges in 2025 that may lead to life imprisonment, Wong remains defiant. His
case highlights the Chinese regime’ s refusal to compromise, choosing suppression over reform—even if it means extinguishing
Hong Kong’ s democratic future.

On June 13, 2025, Chinese authorities concluded that Luo Shuaiyu, a 28-year-old medical intern
in Changsha, died by suicide, denying any criminal involvement or illegal organ transplants. His
death in May 2024 sparked widespread public suspicion, with evidence suggesting possible foul
play and links to whistleblowing on organ trafficking.

Despite signs of a struggle, missing data, and conflicting reports, the official investigation
dismissed all concerns. The case, once heavily censored, was briefly allowed public discussion—
raising hopes for justice—before being closed with a tightly controlled narrative. Luo’ s case
illustrates the Chinese regime’ s evolving strategy: allowing open debate only to redefine the
truth on its own terms.
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Two recent deaths in secret police custody exposed torture and abuse under China’ s residential surveillance system. Instead of
Justice, victims®  families and supporters faced reprisals. The report condemns systematic rights violations under authoritarian rule
and calls for public resistance.

Chen Quanguo, born in 1955 in Shaanxi Province, is a senior Chinese Communist Party official known for his hardline governance
in ethnic minority regions. He served as Party Secretary of Tibet (2011-2016) and Xinjiang (2016-2021), where his policies drew
widespread international condemnation for severe human rights violations.

In Tibet, Chen promoted the slogan “stability through ideological control,” restricting religious practices, suppressing the Tibetan
language, and intensifying surveillance of monasteries and monks. His tenure saw waves of Tibetan self-immolations in protest of
repressive policies and arrests of prominent religious figures.

In Xinjiang, Chen spearheaded the establishment of a vast network of “re-education camps,” where hundreds of thousands of
Uyghurs and other Muslim minorities were detained without legal process. Detainees were subjected to forced indoctrination,
labor, and efforts to erase religious and cultural identity. His administration also implemented mass surveillance systems, forced
sterilizations, and the removal of Uyghur children from their families into state-run boarding schools.

These measures have been described by international organizations as amounting to cultural genocide and crimes against
humanity. In response, Chen has been sanctioned by the United States, European Union, United Kingdom, and Canada, facing
travel bans and asset freezes. Despite the international backlash, he remained influential within the Chinese political system until
stepping down from the Politburo in late 2022.

Chen Quanguo is now widely regarded as a symbol of China’ s systemic repression of ethnic minorities under the banner of “stability
and anti-terrorism.”

Ilham Tohti, a Uyghur economist born in 1969 in Xinjiang,
is known for advocating peaceful dialogue between
Uyghurs and Han Chinese. As a professor at Minzu
University, he focused on ethnic inequality and founded
Uyghur Online to promote interethnic understanding.
Despite his moderate, non-violent stance, he faced
years of surveillance, detentions, and restrictions.

In 2014, Ilham was arrested and sentenced to life
in prison on charges of “separatism,” a verdict
widely condemned as political persecution. His case
symbolizes China’ s crackdown on peaceful Uyghur
intellectuals. He has received numerous international
human rights awards, including the EU’ s Sakharov
Prize. In 2024, on the 10th anniversary of his sentencing,
global rights groups renewed calls for his release.

On June 25, 1998—just hours before U.S. President Bill Clinton arrived in China—Wang Youcai, Wang Donghai, and Lin Hui formally
applied to the Zhejiang Civil Affairs Bureau to register the China Democratic Party (CDP), marking the first public attempt to form an
opposition party in the PRC since 1949. This bold move by dissidents was a historic milestone in China's democracy movement.

The founding declaration and draft party charter emphasized direct elections, constitutional democracy, and political
decentralization. The CDP called on pro-democracy activists across China to join the effort and prepare for a national congress.

Key figures included:

Wang Youcai, a former 1989 student leader, previously imprisoned, then living in Hangzhou.
Wang Donghai, a businessman jailed after the 1989 Tiananmen crackdown.

Lin Hui, a recent university graduate and member of the Zhejiang Writers Association.

Overseas activists, including Wang Bingzhang and Wang Xizhe, quickly mobilized in response, forming the CDP Overseas Support
Committee in early July, with Wang Xizhe as its first chairman.

On June 30, CDP co-founder Zhu Yufu, known from the 1979 Democracy Wall movement, was detained by police for distributing
flyers promoting the party’ s platform.
