Party was successtully revived in Los Angeles. Its reappearance not only honors those who endured prison and repression
but also reaffirms the commitment to record truth, preserve memory, and carry forward the ideals of freedom and human
dignity.

The renewed The Opposition Party is published monthly, in both digital and print editions, with sections such as Seeds of
Thought, China Unveiled, Paths of the Movement, Video Columns, Serialized Works, and Archives. It maintains an official

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Pioneer Who Presses Forward Through the Long
Night — Interview with Xie Changfa

Xie Changfa, honorary chief editor and a driving force behind
the revival of The Opposition Party magazine, has long
stood at the forefront of China” s democracy movement.
In 1998, when the Chinese Democracy Party (CDP) was
founded, he emerged as the leading organizer in Hunan,
mobilizing allies across provinces, submitting registration
applications, and advocating for multi-party competition.
His activism led to his 2009 conviction for “subverting state
power,” resulting in a 13-year prison term—the harshest
in the CDP case. Unlike others, he refused to plead guilty or
seek sentence reductions, serving every day of his sentence.

Xie’ s democratic commitment took shape earlier. As an
engineer in the 1980s, he organized the “Good Friends
Society,” where intellectuals gathered to exchange
ideas and learn self-organization. During the 1989
student protests, he openly encouraged youth to resist
the crackdown, leading to two years in a labor camp.
Later, during his long imprisonment, he endured both
mistreatment—once struck by a guard with a plastic board—
and solidarity from fellow political prisoners and outside
supporters. Despite hardship, he maintained dignity, even
as his brother risked public protest in defense of his rights.

Beyond personal sacrifice, Xie invested his livelihood into
the cause. In the late 1990s, he traveled to 26 provinces
under the guise of business, linking networks and sharing
democratic ideas. He supported countless fellow activists
financially and morally, living in poverty himself. For him,
organization required both courage and character—without
integrity, he believed, leadership could not win trust.

Since his release, Xie has continued to speak with clarity
and resolve. Though his health is weakened by diabetes,
he remains spiritually strong, attending church and
engaging in public discussion. To younger generations,
he stresses the need for courage, unity, and the ability
to apply knowledge from global democratic practices.
He believes that only by uniting people of integrity and
culture can China build a free and democratic society.

“For a great cause, there must be no regret,” Xie
declares. His perseverance, across decades of surveillance,
imprisonment, and sacrifice, embodies the unbroken hope
that China’ s long night will eventually give way to dawn.

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Echoes on the Sea — On the Trial of Zan Aizong

In September 2025, writer and independent journalist Zan
Aizong faces trial in Hangzhou for “picking quarrels,”
after joining friends at the Qiantang River to cast petals in
memory of Liu Xiaobo.

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Proposal for a Nationwide Constitutional Republic
— Abstract

Author Zuo Zhihai addresses Chinese citizens with a stark
diagnosis: the ruling Chinese Communist Party (CCP) has
turned the state into a system that extracts wealth and
power for the benefit of its leaders, leaving the vast majority
impoverished and politically powerless. The text argues
that the CCP has privatized public authority and resources—
administration, courts, legislature, police, military and fiscal
revenues—transforming them into instruments for elite
enrichment, social control, and systematic extraction. As
a result, ordinary Chinese workers and professionals are
trapped in a “harvest” system that blocks fair reward for
labor, talent, or public service.

Zuo calls for a fundamental political remedy: nationwide
popular participation in constitution-making and the
establishment of a republican constitutional order in which
citizens are full sovereigns of the state. He frames this
process—public deliberation, drafting, and ratification of a
constitution by ordinary people—as both an educational
campaign and a means of aggregating civic will. Zuo
outlines a staged approach to building civic consensus and
organizational capacity (from tens of thousands to millions
of supporters) so that popular legitimacy can underpin a
transition away from single-party rule.

The proposal rejects external military intervention and
emphasizes civic action: information, persuasion, and
collective organization by citizens across professions and
regions. Zuo openly acknowledges personal limits and
setbacks but urges everyday acts—public discussion,
spreading constitutional ideas, collecting opinions, and
forming citizen groups—as necessary contributions. He
invites volunteers to join non-partisan citizen networks (legal
professionals and others) to prepare constitutional drafts,
gather signatures, and build public support.

Framed as both a moral appeal and a political strategy, the
text presents constitutional republicanism as the pathway
to restore public ownership of national resources, ensure
rule of law, distribute rewards by labor and contribution
rather than patronage, and make citizens the true governors
of their country.

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From the “September 3 Parade” to Xi Jinping’ s
Cult of Personality

On September 3, 2025, China will once again stage a massive
military parade in Tiananmen Square to commemorate
the “Victory of the Chinese People’ s War of Resistance
Against Japanese Aggression.” Xi Jinping, presiding for the
third time, will stand atop the Tiananmen rostrum as tanks
roll past and the carefully choreographed spectacle unfolds.
Since breaking precedent in 2015 with the first “September
3 Parade,” Xi has institutionalized such events as a

recurring stage for his political theater, far exceeding the
limited parades of Deng Xiaoping, Jiang Zemin, and Hu
Jintao. What was once an occasional state ceremony has
been transformed into a ritual of personal power, projecting
Xi© s image as the indispensable guardian of the nation.

These parades function not merely as demonstrations of
military strength, but as exercises in authoritarian aesthetics.
Uniformed soldiers march in perfect synchronicity, columns
of weapons dominate the square, and patriotic slogans echo
across the airwaves. The visual and emotional experience
suppresses individuality, glorifies the collective, and directs
loyalty toward the supreme leader. Each broadcast, with its
repeated shots of Xi framed above the crowd, becomes a
ritualized pledge of obedience to him personally, disguised
as loyalty to the Party.

At the same time, the parades are deeply tied to historical
manipulation. By anchoring commemorations of World War
Il and other national anniversaries to these events, Xi’ s
narrative portrays the Chinese Communist Party as the
sole architect of victory and legitimacy. Images of veterans,
symbolic floats, and selectively told stories erase the role of
the Nationalist Army and other groups, recasting the CCP as
the exclusive savior of the Chinese nation. This deliberate
reconfiguration of memory turns historical truth into a tool
of present-day propaganda.

The parade also reveals the extent to which the cult of
leadership has taken on a quasi-religious quality. In 2019,
giant portraits of Mao, Deng, Jiang, and Hu were displayed
alongside Xi’ s own, constructing a pantheon of leaders
in which Xi is positioned as the living heir. Such symbolism
transforms political authority into sacred imagery, designed
to elicit tears of devotion and to bind national pride to Xi
personally.

Yet the reliance on parades underscores the regime’ s
fragility as much as its strength. Behind the show of order
lies mounting economic uncertainty, social discontent,
and a steady erosion of trust between rulers and ruled. By
repeatedly manufacturing spectacles of “victory” and

“unity,” Xi seeks to anesthetize public anxiety and mask
his fear of instability. The tanks and choreographed chants
are not signs of confidence, but of dependence on illusion.
Once the effect fades, ordinary people return to daily
pressures and the reality of being treated as expendable
subjects in a system of extraction and control.

In this sense, the 2025 parade is not simply about
commemorating the past, but about concealing the present.
It is both a mirror of Xi” s personal ambition and a measure
of the regime’ s insecurity—an elaborate display of strength
that, paradoxically, betrays its weakness.

Chinese Democracy Party member Zou Wei now faces trial
in Hangzhou’ s Gongshu District for “picking quarrels
and provoking trouble” after joining a quiet memorial for
Nobel Peace laureate Liu Xiaobo at the Qiantang River on
July 13, 2024.

Dictatorship

On September 3, 2025, Beijing once again filled Tiananmen
Square with the roar of tanks and warplanes in what the
CCP called the “80th Anniversary of Victory in the War of
Resistance Against Japan.”

By claiming the legacy of World
War Il while erasing the sacrifices of millions of Nationalist
soldiers and civilians, the CCP turns remembrance into
theft, grief into stagecraft, and patriotism into a tool of
dictatorship. Ultimately, the September 3 parade exposes
not national confidence but political fragility: a regime
reliant on ritual, spectacle, and intimidation to mask decline
and insecurity.

When Chinese education influencer Zhang Xuefeng
publicly declared, “If the PLA attacks Taiwan, | will donate

The controversy surrounding Qi Hong’ s projection of anti-
CCP slogans onto buildings in Chongqing illuminates not
only the bravery of one dissenter but also the deeper moral
confusion of a society conditioned by authoritarian rule.
His simple act of projecting words onto a wall provoked
both admiration and denunciation. Many saw ingenuity
and courage, yet others quickly condemned him as
selfish, opportunistic, or irresponsible toward his family.
Such reactions reveal how authoritarian systems succeed
not merely through fear and censorship, but by shaping
citizens” moral instincts in ways that redirect blame from
the perpetrators of repression onto those who dare to resist.

Qi Hong’ s action, while modest in scale, represents
something significant. The downfall of authoritarian regimes
has rarely been triggered by a single decisive event; rather,
it is the accumulation of many small and imperfect efforts
that eventually undermines the machinery of control. His
projection forced local authorities to expand surveillance,
conduct intrusive inspections, and heighten preventive
measures—all of which increase the cost of repression. Each
additional burden weakens the system’s long-term stability,
demonstrating how seemingly minor acts can contribute
to larger cracks within authoritarian power structures.

Critics who dismiss him for acting only after encountering
personal hardship misunderstand the dynamics of
resistance. It is often when ordinary people face adversity—
when livelihoods collapse, when opportunities vanish,
when survival becomes uncertain—that they recognize
systemic injustice and decide to oppose it. This does not
make their actions opportunistic; it reflects the human
condition, where suffering sparks reflection, and reflection
nurtures courage. To insist that only the successful or
privileged may challenge authority is both unrealistic and
deeply unfair, narrowing dissent to a near impossibility.

Moreover, demanding martyrdom as the sole legitimate form
of resistance is a trap that ultimately serves authoritarian
interests. Figures such as Liu Xiaobo are remembered
precisely because they sacrificed everything, but if every
dissenter were required to follow this path, resistance itself
would quickly vanish. Survival, too, has value: it allows
dissenters to continue speaking, organizing, and inspiring
others. Courage does not need to equal suicide; it can also
mean persistence, creativity, and the refusal to be silenced.

Some critics even attempt to delegitimize Qi Hong’ s
asylum claim by pointing to his previous involvement in
state projects. Yet international law is clear: the decisive
factor is persecution, not moral purity. One may scrutinize
his past, but the legitimacy of his act of dissent remains
intact. To conflate the two is to let authoritarian narratives
weaponize moral judgment against those who resist.

Ultimately, Qi Hong’ s projection should not be reduced
to a stunt. It was a meaningful contribution to the broader
struggle against repression, showing how even limited
acts of defiance can ripple outward and alter the balance
between ruler and ruled. The true moral burden rests with
the regime that criminalizes expression and punishes
dissent—not with the individuals who resist. Overcoming
the entrenched moral confusion that condemns imperfect
courage is itself part of dismantling authoritarianism.
Only when societies learn to distinguish clearly between
oppressor and resister, and to value every spark of bravery,
can the cycle of fear, silence, and complicity begin to break.

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Voices for Shandong Prisoners of Conscience:
Defending Free Speech

The 753rd  “Jasmine Action,” held on August 30, 2025
outside the Chinese Consulate in Los Angeles, once again
spotlighted the Chinese Communist Party’ s systematic
assault on free expression and civil rights. Despite the
intense summer heat, dozens of democracy activists, rights
defenders, and supporters gathered with banners and
placards demanding the immediate release of Shandong’ s
political prisoners. The names and faces displayed—
Sun Wenguang, Wu Yanan, Wang Lizhen, Feng Xiaoyan,
Gao Shen, Jia Guoxi, and Zeng Fanjin—stood not only
for individual suffering but also for a broader truth: that
conscience and dissent in today’ s China are punished
rather than protected.

Shandong Province, long notorious for harsh crackdowns,
has become emblematic of this repression. Sun Wenguang,
a retired professor, was abducted and silenced after
commemorating June Fourth; Wu Yanan, a scholar, was
forced into a psychiatric hospital for supporting student
protesters; artist Gao Shen was charged with “defaming
heroes” for works exposing Mao-era absurdities; Charter
08 signatory Jia Guoxi faced years of imprisonment for
promoting constitutional reform; petitioner Wang Lizhen
endured repeated detention under “picking quarrels”

for her persistence in seeking justice; former official
Feng Xiaoyan was punished for criticizing corruption;
and whistleblower Zeng Fanjin, a police officer who
exposed misconduct, was given a decade-long sentence.

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Together, their cases reveal how fabricated charges such
as “subversion of state power” and “endangering
stability” are weaponized to silence voices of truth across
Chinese society.

At the rally, chants of “Free all political prisoners!” and

“Down with CCP tyranny!” rang out. Renowned activist
Chen Guangcheng delivered a powerful speech, recalling
his own persecution and stressing that the detained are
not criminals but the true moral backbone of the nation.
He argued that their imprisonment demonstrates the
regime’ s weakness and fear of awakening conscience. His
words electrified the crowd, which responded with repeated
calls for solidarity and justice.

The demonstrators also underscored that the issue
transcends Shandong. It represents a national crisis of
human rights where every voice of dissent is met with
intimidation, imprisonment, or enforced disappearance.
Organizers reminded the international community that
silence in the face of such repression only emboldens
authoritarianism. They appealed to governments, NGOSs,
and global media to highlight these cases, demand
accountability, and integrate human rights concerns into
diplomatic engagement with Beijing.

Ultimately, the 753rd Jasmine Action embodied both
defiance and hope: defiance against the CCP’ s fear-
driven suppression, and hope that persistent, visible acts
of solidarity can erode authoritarian control.

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Domestic and Overseas Support for the Founding
of the China Democracy Party - Shandong
Preparatory Committee

In 1998, the push for multi-party democracy in China entered
a new stage. After the Zhejiang Preparatory Committee of
the China Democracy Party (CDP) submitted its registration
application in June, authorities responded with large-
scale arrests of democracy activists. This crackdown,
however, triggered strong international attention, including
statements from UN Human Rights Commissioner Mary
Robinson, which pressured Beijing into releasing some
detainees. Instead of silencing the movement, repression
fueled greater determination among activists and gave rise
to a nationwide and global solidarity effort.

Inside China, lawyers established a Legal Aid Committee,
declaring that the formation of the CDP was fully
constitutional and demanding the release of arrested figures
like Wang Youcai and Wang Donghai. They emphasized that
applying to form a political party was not a crime but an act
protected under law, underscoring that democracy activists

were exercising basic rights, not committing offenses. At
the same time, abroad, eighteen pro-democracy groups
Joined forces in New York to establish the Overseas Support
Committee of the CDP, aiming to unite overseas activists,
strengthen coordination, and break through the CCP’ s
ban on opposition parties. The overseas coalition pledged
to provide moral and organizational backing to domestic
activists, forming a bridge between inside and outside
China.

Amid this surge of resistance, three Shandong activists—
Xie Wanjun, Liu Lianjun, and Jiang Fuzhen—announced
on September 5, 1998, the creation of the Shandong
Preparatory Committee of the CDP. They mailed their
application and founding declaration to the Ministry of Civil
Affairs in Beijing and to local provincial authorities. This bold
move represented the second wave of CDP organizing within
China, demonstrating that the desire for political pluralism
could not be confined to Zhejiang alone and was spreading
to other provinces despite the risk of imprisonment.

The Zhejiang Preparatory Committee quickly sent a
congratulatory telegram to their Shandong counterparts,
stressing partnership, mutual support, and the shared
struggle for freedom and human rights. They declared that
lifting the party ban was the foundation of all democracy,
liberty, and human dignity in China, and pledged to closely
follow and support every step taken by the Shandong
group. Their words reflected not only encouragement,
but also a symbolic handshake between regions, showing
that activists were determined to stand together against
authoritarian pressure.

Together, these actions revealed the emerging network of
resistance: lawyers offering defense inside China, overseas
groups mobilizing international solidarity, and new
regional committees carrying the torch of democratization.
Despite heavy repression, activists sought to connect
legal argument, grassroots organizing, and international
advocacy into a unified front. The founding of the Shandong
Preparatory Committee symbolized not only courage under
authoritarian rule, but also the growing determination of
Chinese democrats—at home and abroad—to challenge the
CCP’ s political monopoly and assert the universal right of
free association. It was a message to the world: the call for
freedom in China was no longer isolated, but multiplying,
spreading, and demanding recognition.
