Party was successtully revived in Los Angeles. Its reappearance not only honors those who endured prison and repression
but also reaffirms the commitment to record truth, preserve memory, and carry forward the ideals of freedom and human

dignity.

The renewed The Opposition Party is published monthly, in both digital and print editions, with sections such as Seeds of
Thought, China Unveiled, Paths of the Movement, Video Columns, Serialized Works, and Archives. It maintains an official

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Faith as Light, Walking Toward Hope — An
Interview with Zheng Cunzhu

This exclusive interview with Zheng Cunzhu, a former
educator, entrepreneur, and democratic activist, revisits one
man's lifelong journey through China's turbulent struggle for
reform. Born in Hefei, Anhui Province, Zheng studied English
at Hefei Teachers College and later earned a master's
degree in literature from Shanghai Normal University. In
1989, as a young lecturer, he co-founded the Anhui College
Students' Autonomous Federation, leading hundreds of
students to Beijing in solidarity with the Tiananmen Square
demonstrations.

Zheng recalls the 1980s as a decade of awakening —
economic reforms had loosened the system's edges,
yet political reform lagged far behind. Rising corruption,
inequality, and bureaucratic abuse triggered widespread
anger among students and intellectuals who hoped for
change. "We believed reason and patriotism would be
heard," he says, "but we never imagined the government
would respond with gunfire." The tragedy of June 4th
Shattered his trust in the regime and marked a turning point
in his understanding of power and truth.

After being disciplined and demoted, Zheng left academia
for business but never abandoned his political ideals. In
2000, he secretly joined the China Democracy Party (CDP) —
a movement born from the unfinished aspirations of 1989 —
advocating constitutionalism, human rights, and rule of law.
Through private salons and early online forums, he and his
peers kept democratic discussions alive despite constant
surveillance. "If educated people remain silent," he says,
"then silence itself becomes complicity."

For Zheng, the core issue has never changed: without
political reform, no economic achievement can last.
He believes the foundation of a modern China must
rest on education, legal restraint of power, and citizens'
participation. Now based in the United States, he continues
to research and promote democratic governance, convinced
that the Chinese people are fully capable of self-rule if given
the chance.

Reflecting on the revival of The Opposition Party magazine,
Zheng sees it as a vital bridge reconnecting domestic
thinkers and overseas activists, preserving the ideals
of truth, freedom, and conscience. "It's not merely a
publication,” he notes, "but a vessel for memory and hope."

His story stands as a testament to perseverance — a
reminder that amid fear and silence, faith can still light the

way toward a freer and more dignified China.

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My Brother, Zou Wei

I first met my brother-in-faith, Zou Wei, ten years ago,
though our acquaintance began much earlier through
online correspondence. Back in 2008, before | left China,
he had invited me to Hangzhou—a city | knew well from
my younger days and still held dear. Yet at that time, | was
already under official surveillance and had been forcibly
escorted back from trips before, so | hesitated to accept his
invitation.

Years later, after living abroad and then returning to China
through many twists and turns, | finally met Zou Wei in
person in 2015. He was modest in dress, calm in speech,
warm and genuine toward friends. From then on, we
became close, speaking often online. A Zhejiang University
graduate, Zou Wei had long been barred from regular
employment for “well-known reasons,” living under
hardship yet remaining kind, optimistic, and steadfast in his

pursuit of justice.

Every year, he organized the “meal deliveries” for
imprisoned or impoverished activists in Hangzhou and
elsewhere, personally joining actions for public good. When
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1 visited Hangzhou several times, he always welcomed me
with generosity and hospitality. But last summer, after he
and a few friends quietly placed flowers at a memorial site
for Sun Yat-sen, he was arrested and detained—simply for
an act of remembrance. It has now been half a year.

At the end of 2024, | returned to Hangzhou once more.
Staying with a mutual friend Zou Wei had introduced
me to, we spoke of him often—his kindness, his humor,
his devotion. We worried about his health, for he had
undergone cancer surgery a few years ago. Though recovery
had gone well, the prison conditions he now faces must be
harsh. | later visited his elderly mother in a nursing home.
She remained clear-minded and grateful for the visit, and
| tried to comfort her:  “He has many friends who care for
him; he’ [l be fine and home soon.” But | knew those were
words of fragile hope.

Soon after, | was questioned and expelled from the city by
plainclothes officers— “for special circumstances.” On
New Year’ s Day, | boarded the train back with a heavy
heart. Tonight, on New Year’ s Eve, as families gather
around warm meals, | think of my brother Zou Wei. Does he
have food to eat? Warmth to keep out the cold? Just a year
ago, he invited me to bring my father to Hangzhou for the
holiday; | declined, not knowing it would be our last chance
to meet.

We always believe there will be time—that the next spring
will bring reunion. But sometimes, time closes its gates. Still,
I know Zou Wei chose his path with conviction, carrying the
torch of truth in a dark age. If there is no other light left, he
himself becomes the light.

Brother, wherever you are—Happy New Year. Hold fast. We
await your return.

The 2025 controversy surrounding Chinese influencer Zhang
Xuefeng, who declared that he would donate tens of millions
of yuan if the People’ s Liberation Army attacked Taiwan,
highlights the Chinese Communist Party’ s (CCP) intricate
control over political discourse and the boundaries of public
mobilization. Within days, Zhang’ s remarks spread rapidly
across Chinese social media, prompting criticism from both
local and national media before his accounts were restricted
or banned.

Fascist Victory." Tanks thundered and jets roared across
Tiananmen Square while two of today's most notorious
dictators—Vladimir Putin and Kim Jong Un—stood beside
Xi Jinping. The scene exposed a grotesque irony: a regime
claiming to honor the fight against fascism hosting a
gathering of modern fascists.

The Chinese Communist Party (CCP) used the parade, as it
did in 2015, to project power amid growing weakness—an
echo of the Soviet Union's Red Square parades before its
collapse. Beneath the display of missiles lies a nation mired
in economic decline, ballooning debt, collapsing real estate,
and surging youth unemployment. The spectacle was less
about national pride than about masking crisis, silencing
dissent, and intimidating both its citizens and the world.

The CCP's appropriation of history is equally hollow. The
1945 victory over Japan belonged to the Republic of China
and the Chinese people, not the Communist Party. By
rewriting history and inviting war criminals to its stage,
Beijing turned remembrance into propaganda. Its "strength”
comes not from citizens' freedom or creativity but from fear,
censorship, and military coercion.

Diplomatically, China stands isolated. The few attending
leaders represented authoritarian or aid-dependent
regimes, major democracies declined to appear. The CCP's
“circle of friends" now resembles a club of dictators clinging
to mutual survival.

Meanwhile, everyday life in China reveals the regime's
fragility: shrinking incomes, vanishing jobs, a demographic
collapse, and an exhausted public retreating into "lying flat."
Like the Soviet Union's empty stores behind its parades,
today's China hides decay beneath grandiose imagery.

Ultimately, the slogan "Don't forget there is a strong CCP
behind you" exposes not confidence but fear—the fear
of a regime that demands obedience, rewrites history,
and dreads its people's awakening. True strength is not
measured in missiles but in freedom, dignity, and truth.

When the smoke of the next parade fades, history will
remember not the fireworks but the silence of those still
yearning to speak. The future of China will belong not to the
architects of fear but to those who persist in believing that
liberty, law, and humanity are stronger than tyranny.
