Peace:
Chinese people should not fight Chinese people — whether they are citizens of the People’ s Republic of
China on the mainland or of the Republic of China in Taiwan.

Democracy:

Democracy is the essential political precondition for unification. Only a democratic unification represents
the genuine will of people on both sides of the Strait and reflects the ideals of a civilized union. A
unification achieved through authoritarian means would demand bloodshed and sacrifice from people on
both sides — it would be a barbaric unification imposed by rulers, not a union chosen by the people.

Unification:
Unification is our long-term goal. A peaceful and democratic unification would expand freedom, security,
and opportunities for development for people across the Taiwan Strait.

However, before the conditions for peaceful and democratic unification fully mature, maintaining the
status quo best serves the interests of people on both sides. We must oppose both the abolition of the
Republic of China in the name of “Taiwan independence,” and the military elimination of the Republic
of China through “forceful unification.” The most critical element of maintaining the status quo is that
the governments and peoples on both sides of the Strait acknowledge the political reality of each other’ s
State structures and governing systems. Mutual suppression must end; understanding and trust must be
strengthened. In this regard, the more powerful side — mainland China — must especially take the lead in
demonstrating sincerity and goodwill.

The China Democracy Party has made multiple statements on Peace, Democracy, and Unification
throughout history. What | offer here is a reaffirmation of that long-standing position.

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"l refuse to live on my knees."

The deadly fire at Macroview Court in Tai Po killed more
than one hundred people, becoming the worst fatal disaster
in Hong Kong since the handover. On December 3, 2025, the
seventh day after the fire according to Chinese tradition,
a memorial prayer vigil was held by the Hong Kong
community in Los Angeles. Among the attendees was a 19
year old Hong Kong exile known online as Yi Sui Jun.

Yi was only 15 when Hong Kong police forcibly took him
from his home during the Lunar New Year for posting
satirical content mocking Xi Jinping. Officers searched
his home, photographed the interior, and confiscated his
electronic devices. Though still a minor, he realized that
the authorities no longer viewed him as a child, but as a
political threat. After the National Security Law took effect,
Yi concluded that even peaceful expression had become
criminal. At 16, he fled alone to the United States to seek
political asylum.

Discussing the Macroview Court fire, Vi rejects the official
narrative of an accident. He describes the tragedy as a
man made disaster rooted in systemic corruption enabled
by censorship and the absence of public oversight. The
building was under renovation, and contractors allegedly
used cheap, non fire resistant materials. While lower level
workers were blamed, senior figures faced no accountability.
Authorities instead warned against "using the disaster to
disrupt Hong Kong', targeting citizens who demanded
answers.

Yi now runs an online channel using satire to challenge
political worship and helps newly arrived Hong Kong exiles
navigate asylum and daily survival. He emphasizes that
survival itself is resistance. Remembering is resistance.
Living freely is resistance. And no one, he insists, should be
forced to live on their knees.

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In Memory of a"Supporting Actor" in China's Pro-
Democracy Movement — Mr. Fan Ziliang

This profile recounts the author's long friendship with
Fan Ziliang, a veteran Chinese pro-democracy activist,
beginning twenty-four years ago inside the Zhejiang
Shiliping Re-education Through Labor (RTL) camp. The
author describes Shiliping as a place built on forced labor
for export production, where detainees were driven to work
roughly thirteen hours a day, with extra overtime during
peak orders. Punishments for failing quotas were severe and
public, including being handcuffed to metal bars in winter,
doused with cold water, and shocked with electric batons.
A fellow detainee from Hangzhou famously told the author
that serving ten years in prison felt preferable to three years
in RTL, underscoring the arbitrary cruelty of the system.

Fan Ziliang initially drew attention because of his calm
demeanor and dignity amid elderly detainees. Camp
enforcers loosely labeled many political detainees as
"Falun Gong," and only later did the author confirm that
Fan, like himself, was imprisoned for political reasons.
From that point, they became close friends, supporting
each other through hardship and even fasting on June 4 to
commemorate the Tiananmen crackdown.

The article then traces Fan's background and activism. A
native of Linghu in Huzhou, Fan worked for the Shanghai
Railway Bureau before retirement. During the 1989
democracy movement, he publicly renounced Communist
Party membership and burned his party card. Afterwards, he
committed himself to political reform and democratic ideals.
In an era with limited communication tools, he painstakingly
hand-copied hundreds of overseas articles and distributed
them to readers, and he helped relay information to foreign-
based journalists and media contacts, a risky task before
widespread internet access.

Fan also joined signature campaigns and public appeals for
persecuted activists. For his persistence, he was repeatedly
summoned, his home searched, and his property seized,
including multiple computers that were never returned.
Despite his contributions, Fan modestly called himself a "bit
player" in the democracy movement, comparing his role to
stagehands who carry banners to set the scene for the main
actors, essential even without lines.

Finally, the author notes the long-term health consequences
of imprisonment. Fan endured harsh treatment and poor
food in detention and later suffered serious illnesses,
including stomach cancer and skin cancer, which the author
links to prison conditions. Now in his late eighties, Fan
remains attentive to China's pro-democracy cause, hoping
to see freedom and democracy realized in his lifetime.

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The Deep and Lasting Damage of Family Planning
in China

This article argues that China’ s family planning policy
constitutes one of the most severe and far reaching harms
inflicted on the Chinese nation in modern history. The
policy did not arise from population science, genetics,
or humanitarian economics, but from the rigid logic of a
planned economy that viewed human beings as units of
supply and consumption. When the state found itself unable
to provide sufficient resources, it chose to restrict births
rather than reform the system itself. This mindset treated life
as a variable to be controlled, not as a value to be protected.

Historically, tamily planning grew out of the urban rural dual
structure established in the 1950s. Urban residents received
State guarantees in food, education, and healthcare,
while rural populations were largely excluded. Population
control first focused on cities, then expanded nationwide
as economic pressures mounted. By the late 1970s and
1980s, the one child policy was enforced through coercive
measures tied to political performance, resulting in forced
abortions, sterilizations, and systemic abuse.

The author identifies three major dimensions of damage.
Politically, the policy placed reproductive rights under
state control, pushing society backward toward a modern
form of servitude. When the state claims authority over
birth, citizens gradually accept broader intrusions into
personal freedom, weakening the foundation of democratic
awareness.

Biologically, the policy disrupted natural selection.
Individuals with strong health and resilience were limited
to one child, while weaker genetic traits were preserved
through artificial intervention. Over generations, this
process accelerated aging, reduced population vitality, and
created an unsustainable demographic structure that now
threatens pensions and social stability.

Socially, the policy destroyed the material basis for moral
courage and resistance. In single child families, risk
avoidance became instinctive. Parents taught obedience
and survival over justice and responsibility. This produced a
society less willing to confront injustice or challenge power.

The article concludes that family planning was not a policy
mistake but a systemic crime. By severing reproductive
freedom, it undermined biological continuity, social ethics,
and political agency. Without restoring this fundamental
freedom, a genuine future for Chinese society remains
impossible.

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Flames Over Darkness: A Requiem for Hong Kong
After the Hung Fook Court Fire

This article records the Hung Fook Court fire as both
a deadly disaster and a turning point in Hong Kong's
historical identity. On November 26, 2025, flames raced
up a residential building through scaffolding and exterior
materials, killing at least 128 people and leaving many
injured or missing. Each number represents a life abruptly
erased, forcing the city to face a loss it once believed
belonged elsewhere.

Beyond the immediate tragedy, the fire exposed systemic
decay. Early findings pointed to flammable materials, weak
fire protection, and layers of subcontracting that diluted
responsibility. Such failures were once unthinkable in Hong
Kong, a city long proud of strict engineering standards,
transparent regulation, and effective oversight.

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Speaking for Jimmy Lai and Bearing Witness to
Freedom

In the winter of 2025 Hong Kong returned to global attention
not for its skyline or financial status but for a political trial
that revealed how far the city has fallen. Jimmy Lai a seventy
seven year old media founder was once again brought
before a court without a jury under the National Security
Law. He has been held in long term solitary detention with
restricted communication repeated delays and limited
public access. The process retains the appearance of law
while serving political objectives.

Jimmy Lai’ s case is widely regarded as a political
prosecution. Court proceedings are tightly controlled
reporting is restricted and the public cannot fully observe
what happens inside the courtroom. International human
rights groups describe the trial as a direct attack on press
freedom and foreign governments warn that it marks the
collapse of judicial independence in Hong Kong. What
is most striking is not only the punishment itself but the
silence imposed around it. Fear has replaced debate and
public discussion has largely disappeared from daily life.

Lai has become a symbol of what the authorities fear
most independent journalism and refusal to submit. His
alleged crime is not violence or corruption but persistence
in publishing uncomfortable truths. The closure of Apple
Daily extinguished one of the last independent voices in the
city. Under the National Security Law ordinary reporting is
redefined as subversion while criticism of power is treated
as a threat to the state.

The structure of the case reveals deliberate design. There
is no jury because conscience cannot be trusted. Judges
are selected to ensure compliance. Hearings are delayed
indefinitely because delay itself becomes punishment.
Transparency is denied because openness would expose
the nature of power. This model has long existed on the
mainland and is now fully applied to Hong Kong.

The purpose of this trial is not only conviction but
deterrence. It sends a warning that anyone who insists on
truth may face the same fate. Yet repression cannot erase
memory or conscience. The attempt to silence Jimmy Lai
has instead turned his name into a record of this era. Courts
and police may be controlled but history cannot.

Speaking for Jimmy Lai is therefore essential. His trial is
not about one individual alone but about the survival of
freedom dignity and truth. As long as people remember and
continue to speak freedom is not entirely extinguished even
in dark times.

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The Deep Harm of Chinese-Style Buddhism

This essay argues that what the author calls "Chinese-
style Buddhism" has caused profound and lasting harm to
Chinese society by functioning less as a spiritual tradition
and more as a political instrument. Buddhism, originally
a minor Indian religion emphasizing compassion and
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liberation, entered China during periods of extreme war,
famine, and suffering. In this context, its focus on endurance,
suffering, and reward in a future life offered psychological
comfort to people trapped in unbearable conditions.
However, the author contends that this comfort came at a
severe cost.

According to the text, Chinese rulers quickly recognized
Buddhism’ s value as a tool of governance. By encouraging
beliefs such as accepting hardship, obeying fate, and
postponing justice to the next lite, Buddhism helped
stabilize authoritarian rule. Over time, it taught ordinary
people to endure injustice rather than resist it, turning
suffering into a moral duty and submission into virtue.

The essay contrasts two historical figures to illustrate this
politicization. Kumarajiva, a major Buddhist translator who
resisted political co-option, was humiliated, abused, and
largely erased from official history. By contrast, Xuanzang,
portrayed here as compliant with imperial authority, was
celebrated and immortalized in Chinese culture. This
contrast is used to argue that obedience to power, not
spiritual depth, determined historical legacy.

The author further claims that many everyday cultural
beliefs in China, such as karma, fate, reincarnation, and the
idea that suffering is virtuous, have reinforced passivity.
These ideas, the essay argues, discourage people from
demanding rights, challenging inequality, or seeking justice
through law. Instead, injustice is explained away as destiny
or punishment for a past life, while corrupt elites enjoy
immense wealth without accountability.

In modern China, the author sees Buddhism continuing to
serve power by redirecting social anger away from political
causes. Economic hardship, inequality, and repression are
reframed as personal misfortune rather than structural
injustice. Temples and religious figures profit, while people
are encouraged to pray instead of protest. In this sense, the
essay argues, Buddhism has become a system of spiritual
pacification rather than moral liberation.

The conclusion is stark. The author asserts that Chinese-
style Buddhism has helped produce a society that is
obedient, self-blaming, and politically disarmed. Rather
than making people better or freer, it has made them more
willing sacrifices. The essay does not attack spirituality
itself, but condemns the use of religion as a mechanism of
control, arguing that true human dignity requires rights, law,
and resistance, not endless endurance.

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County Brahmins: The Solidification of Grassroots
Power in China

Over the past fifteen years, China s county level society has
undergone a quiet but profound transformation. A rigid
local hierarchy has emerged, characterized by identity
monopolization, inherited power, and controlled access to
public resources. This structure can be described as the rise
of the "county brahmin" class.

This phenomenon is not a cultural legacy nor a natural
outcome of economic development. It is the product of
long term authoritarian governance at the grassroots
level. As a result, social mobility in county towns has
collapsed, economic vitality has drained away, and
younger generations are increasingly forced to leave.
County governance has entered a self reinforcing cycle of
stagnation.

In many counties, society has shifted toward an identity
based order. Institutional status determines stability,
dignity, and opportunity. Access to government or public
sector positions defines class boundaries. Those inside the
system enjoy secure income and social authority, while
those outside face low wages, weak protection, and limited
prospects. Over time, this divide has hardened into a closed
hierarchy.

Power in county towns displays three defining traits. First, it
is increasingly familial. Research shows strong concentration
of public sector positions within interconnected families,
reinforced through marriage and personal networks.
Second, enforcement power is highly centralized.
Administrative authority, law enforcement, and resource
allocation are often controlled by the same networks,
forming closed loops without effective oversight. Third,
resource distribution follows power logic rather than market
logic. Key assets such as teaching posts, hospital jobs, land
quotas, and construction projects are controlled by a small
minority.

This structure blocks upward mobility. Education becomes
institutionalized, economic opportunity shrinks to a system
versus non system divide, and young people vote with their
feet. Population outflow accelerates aging, conservatism,
and further power consolidation.

The root cause is structural. Power lacks transparency,
local autonomy is absent, civil society is constrained, and
accountability flows upward rather than toward the public.
Without openness, supervision, and local self governance,
county brahmins will continue to solidify. A society cannot
modernize when its grassroots are sealed shut.

The foundation of any regime lies not in military force, but in
whether people believe in its legitimacy.

GDP growth,
employment data, and income statistics are manipulated to
signal political stability. Officials are promoted for producing
favorable figures, not for improving real conditions. As a
result, fabricated prosperity replaces lived experience, and
society enters a state of collective pretense,

Education, rather than cultivating critical thinking, is
transformed into ideological training. From primary school
to university, students are taught obedience instead of
inquiry. Independent thought is suppressed, academic
freedom eroded, and youth unemployment concealed
behind euphemisms like "flexible employment".

As lies accumulate, trust disintegrates across institutions.
When people no longer believe data, laws, or promises, the
social fabric unravels. A system built on deception cannot
sustain itself indefinitely.

It carried
no words, yet it spoke volumes: anger, grief, dignity, and
awakening after years of suppression. What began as silence
became the clearest possible voice.

On November 22, 2025, outside the Chinese Consulate
in Los Angeles, the Chinese Democracy Party National
Committee launched its 765th Jasmine Action to mark the
third anniversary of the White Paper Movement. Activists,
party members, and dissidents gathered to remember those
who stood up, those who lost their lives in tragedies such
as the Urumgqi fire, and a truth that the Chinese Communist
Party has failed to erase.

The White Paper Movement emerged from extreme
lockdowns and systemic repression. When speech was fully
censored, the blank page became the final language. The
Urumai fire was not seen as a natural disaster, but as a man
made tragedy produced by rigid control and institutional
indifference. Ordinary people stepped forward not to
become heroes, but to defend basic human dignity.

Speakers at the commemoration emphasized that
remembrance is not about the past alone, but about
continuing forward. They stressed that human rights are
not granted by power, but are inherent; that silence under
repression is enforced, not chosen,; and that memory itself is
an act of resistance.

Although the white paper appears empty, it is heavy with
truth. It holds erased voices, suppressed anger, and the
courage of ordinary people who refused to remain silent.
Every person who remembers becomes a spark. Every
person who speaks becomes light.

As long as truth still needs to be spoken and freedom has
not yet returned, the white paper will never be silent.

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China Democracy Party Backs Joint Statement by
15 Nations Condemning CCP Human Rights Abuses

On November 29, 2025, members of the China Democracy
Party and Chinese human rights activists gathered outside
the Chinese Consulate in San Francisco to protest the
Chinese Communist Party's ongoing human rights abuses.
The demonstration expressed firm support for a joint
statement issued days earlier at the United Nations General
Assembly by fifteen countries, including the United States,
the United Kingdom, Japan, and Australia. The statement
publicly condemned the Chinese government's systematic
violations of human rights.

The joint declaration addressed a wide range of issues,
including mass detention and forced labor in Xinjiang,
repression of religious freedom in Tibet, the destruction of
civil liberties in Hong Kong under the National Security Law,
large scale surveillance, censorship, and the persecution of
lawyers, journalists, and dissidents. Protesters emphasized
that human rights are not an internal matter of any single
State, but a universal moral and legal obligation shared by
the international community.

Speakers at the rally stressed that the root of China's human
rights crisis lies not in isolated incidents, but in a political
system built on unchecked power, censorship, and fear.
Several speakers described how the Chinese Communist
Party deliberately equates criticism of the regime with
hostility toward the nation, using nationalism and fabricated
historical narratives to justify repression. Others highlighted
the use of modern technology, including artificial
intelligence and mass surveillance, to enforce ideological
conformity and suppress dissent both inside China and
abroad.

Activists also condemned transnational repression, noting
that Chinese authorities continue to intimidate and threaten
exiled dissidents and their families. Calls were made for the
immediate release of political prisoners, journalists, human
rights lawyers, religious leaders, and students detained for
peaceful expression. Protesters demanded the dismantling
of detention camps in Xinjiang, the repeal of the Hong Kong
National Security Law, and an end to collective punishment
and censorship.

Participants repeatedly affirmed that freedom cannot
be granted by authoritarian power, but must be claimed
through persistent resistance and international solidarity.
The rally concluded with a unified message: silence enables
abuse, while global attention and collective action remain
essential to defending human dignity and universal human
rights.

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Supporting Japan in the Defense of Taiwan: A
Shared Responsibility and Historic Choice for the
Democratic World

As tensions in the Taiwan Strait continue to escalate,
democracy advocates in San Francisco issued a joint
declaration supporting Japan’ s commitment to assist
in the defense of Taiwan. The statement followed a
major policy signal from Japanese Prime Minister Sanae
Takaichi, who declared that a crisis involving Taiwan would
constitute a direct crisis for Japan. This position represents
a significant shift in Japan’ s postwar security posture and
reflects a broader realignment among democratic nations in
the Indo-Pacific.

Speakers emphasized that Taiwan’ s security is no longer
a regional or bilateral issue, but a central concern for the
global democratic order. The Chinese Communist Party’ s
sustained pressure on Taiwan through military intimidation,
gray zone tactics, information warfare, and economic
coercion was described as a direct threat to international
law and the rules-based system. In this context, Japan’ s
willingness to coordinate with democratic allies was framed
as a responsible and defensive response, not a provocation.

Participants firmly rejected the claim that Taiwan is an
internal matter of China. They argued that the Taiwan
issue represents a clear choice between democratic self-
government and authoritarian domination. If Taiwan were
to fall under CCP control, the consequences would extend
far beyond the island, undermining regional stability,
threatening global trade routes, and encouraging further
authoritarian expansion. Defending Taiwan, they asserted,
is inseparable from defending the future of freedom
worldwide.

Several speakers highlighted Taiwan’ s democratic success
as proof that Chinese-speaking societies can flourish
under systems based on elections, free expression, and
the rule of law. They noted that what truly threatens the
CCP is not Taiwan’ s territory, but Taiwan’ s existence as
a living alternative to authoritarian rule. Japan’ s role was
described as historically legitimate and morally grounded,
reflecting its transformation into a mature democracy
committed to peace, legal norms, and collective security.

The declaration concluded by calling for stronger
coordination among democratic states, clear deterrence
against authoritarian aggression, and moral clarity in
defending democratic values. Peace, participants stressed,
is preserved not through retreat or silence, but through
solidarity, responsibility, and shared resolve.

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Remembering Brother Tang in September

This essay is a personal remembrance of Tang Jingling,
a former classmate and Chinese human rights lawyer
imprisoned for defending civil rights and legal justice.
It traces his path from an outstanding student to a
persecuted dissident, showing how authoritarian power
treats conscience as a crime. Tang was punished not for
violence, but for insisting that ordinary people deserve legal
protection and political choice.

The essay also records the cost paid by his family. His
mother died without seeing him again. His wife was forced
into exile. His elderly father was left alone under constant
pressure. Repression did not stop at prison walls, but
destroyed an entire family.

A central moment describes the authors attempt to greet
Tang upon his release in 2019. Surveillance, fear, and silence
surrounded them, making even a brief embrace dangerous.

Interwoven with this account are the authors own
experiences of protest, intimidation, and exile. The essay
argues that remembering itself is resistance. To remember
Tang is to affirm dignity, justice, and moral courage under
systematic terror.
