Only a democratic unification represents
the genuine will of people on both sides of the Strait and reflects the ideals of a civilized union. A unificati
on achieved through authoritarian means would demand bloodshed and sacrifice from people on both sid
es — it would be a barbaric unification imposed by rulers, not a union chosen by the people.

Unification:
Unification is our long-term goal. A peaceful and democratic unification would expand freedom, security,
and opportunities for development for people across the Taiwan Strait.

However, before the conditions for peaceful and democratic unification fully mature, maintaining the stat
us quo best serves the interests of people on both sides. We must oppose both the abolition of the Republ
ic of China in the name of “Taiwan independence,” and the military elimination of the Republic of China
through  “forceful unification.” The most critical element of maintaining the status quo is that the govern
ments and peoples on both sides of the Strait acknowledge the political reality of each other’ s state stru
ctures and governing systems. Mutual suppression must end; understanding and trust must be strengthen
ed. In this regard, the more powerful side — mainland China — must especially take the lead in demonstrat
ing sincerity and goodwill.

The China Democracy Party has made multiple statements on Peace, Democracy, and Unification through
out history. What | offer here is a reaffirmation of that long-standing position.

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Those Who Raise Their Heads Under Heavy Pressur
e * An Interview with Xu Wanping

This interview documents the life, imprisonment, and poli
tical reflections of Xu Wanping, a Chinese democracy activ
ist born in 1961 in Chongqing. His personal trajectory mirr
ors the experience of many independent civic actors under
long term authoritarian rule in China. Over several decades,
Xu was repeatedly detained, sentenced, and incarcerated for
his involvement in democratic advocacy and political organi
zing, accumulating a total of twenty three years in prison.

Xu began as an ordinary factory worker during the reform
era of the 1980s. Exposure to corruption, privilege, and syst
emic injustice gradually awakened his political consciousn
ess. His initial resistance was quiet and intellectual, express
ed through writing and discussion. Over time, he moved to
ward public participation, including speeches, collective act
ions, and the distribution of materials calling for accountabi
lity and political reform. These activities soon placed him un
der surveillance and led to arrest.

After 1989, Xu was sentenced to eight years in prison for cou
nterrevolutionary offenses. Continued civic engagement aft
er his release resulted in further punishment, including reed
ucation through labor in 1998 and a twelve year sentence in
2005 for inciting subversion of state power. Most of his impri
sonment took place within the Chongging prison system.

Xu describes prison as an environment designed to destroy
personal autonomy and moral independence. Daily life invo
lved forced political study, constant monitoring, and psycho
logical pressure aimed at obedience rather than rehabilitati
on. Living conditions were harsh, marked by overcrowding,
iron beds, limited food, and the systematic erosion of digni
ty. Despite this, Xu refused to abandon his beliefs or coopera
te with ideological coercion.

Maintaining inner discipline became essential to survival. Xu
emphasizes that fear was ever present, but submission was
a choice he consciously rejected. After his release, he joined
the preparatory committee of the China Democracy Party
and continued documentation and organizational work und
er persistent state pressure.

Throughout the interview, Xu avoids heroic self portrayal.
He stresses caution, nonviolence, and long term civic respo
nsibility. Democratic change, he argues, depends on memo
ry, endurance, and the refusal to internalize fear. His story sh
ows that even under extreme pressure, some individuals co
ntinue to raise their heads and remain accountable to consc
ience and history.

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Can a Rubber Band Cage Restrain the Beast of Pow
er

This article asks whether power can truly be restrained
when the legal cage designed to confine it is elastic rather
than rigid. Through a detailed personal pension dispute, the
author examines how administrative power in contempora
ry China often expands beyond lawful boundaries while indi
vidual rights are narrowed through selective policy interpret
ation.

The metaphor of power as a dangerous beast and law as its
cage is widely accepted in constitutional theory. In a rule of
law system, legislation, institutional checks, and public over
sight are meant to ensure that power serves society without
harming citizens. However, when rules are applied flexibly
for authorities and strictly for individuals, the cage becomes
a rubber band rather than steel.

The article centers on the authors attempt to claim retirem
ent benefits after more than twenty four years of social insu
rance contributions. Despite long term payments, including
periods during imprisonment, the local social insurance au
thority abruptly denied eligibility. The rejection relied on an
internal policy letter claiming that contributions made duri
ng incarceration were invalid, even though the same autho
rity had accepted these payments for years without objecti
on.

The core issue is the protection of legitimate expectation.
When a government repeatedly accepts contributions, citize
ns reasonably rely on the promise of future benetfits. If autho
rities later repudiate obligations without clear legal basis, tr
ust in law collapses and power becomes arbitrary.

Legal analysis shows that neither national labor law nor soc
ial insurance law explicitly prohibits incarcerated individuals
from participating in social insurance. The policy letter cited
lacks legislative authority, was not properly promulgated,
and cannot override statutory rights. Criminal judgments de
prived the author of liberty and political rights, not econom
ic or social security rights.

The article also highlights compulsory prison labor and the
absence of corresponding social security protections, raisi
ng concerns under international human rights norms recog
nizing the right to social security.

The author concludes that when law s treated as a stretch
able tool rather than a binding standard, power escapes its
cage. Whether the judiciary can impose real limits will deter
mine ifthe cage is firm, or merely a rubber band.

When fear no longer compels obedience, propaganda loses
its force. Public mockery becomes a signal that legitimacy it
self is eroding, and official mobilization now produces the
opposite of loyalty.

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Fentanyl as a Weapon Chemical

This article analyzes a recent executive order signed by Pres
ident Donald Trump that classifies illegal fentanyl as a weap
on of mass destruction rather than a conventional narcotic.
The order reframes the fentanyl! crisis from a public health
emergency into a national security threat, authorizing intell
igence, military, law enforcement, and financial agencies to
use expanded counterproliferation tools against drug traffic
king networks.

The policy rationale rests on fentanyl’ s extreme lethality
and mass casualty impact. With as little as two milligrams ca
pable of causing death and hundreds of thousands of fatalit
ies annually in the United States and worldwide, fentanyl is
described as closer to a chemical weapon than a drug. Und
er this framework, agencies are directed to treat fentanyl su
pply chains similarly to chemical weapons proliferation net
works.

The article outlines concrete measures. Intelligence agenci
es are tasked with intensified surveillance of cross border su
pply chains, including satellite reconnaissance, financial tra
cking, and deep infiltration of transnational criminal networ
ks. The Department of Defense is instructed to update milita
ry directives to incorporate fentanyl as a chemical weapons
threat and to employ all available tools used against chemic
al weapons proliferation. The Department of Justice, Treasu
ry, State Department, and Department of Homeland Securi
ty are ordered to expand prosecutions, asset seizures, sanct
ions, border enforcement, and overseas operations. Certain
trafficking groups are designated as foreign terrorist organiz
ations, enabling cyber operations and kinetic interdiction, in
cluding maritime strikes in the Caribbean and Pacific.

The text presents factual cases to support the policy shift, in
cluding U.S. court convictions of Chinese chemical company
executives for trafficking fentanyl precursors and laundering
funds through cryptocurrency, as well as detailed descripti
ons of smuggling methods such as disguising precursors as
dog food or consumer goods. It highlights ongoing U.S. Chi
na disputes over jurisdiction, precursor regulation, and enf
orcement responsibility, noting that while China claims stri
ct controls since 2019, U.S. authorities argue that regulatory
gaps continue to feed Mexican cartel production.

Finally, the article argues that fentanyl trafficking constitut
es a civilizational threat. It calls for joint international intellig
ence, police, and military cooperation to defeat what it fram
es as a global war on fentanyl, warning that failure would un
dermine social order, economic stability, and human securi

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Social Pension Insurance and Government Credibil
ity

This article examines the relationship between social pensi
on insurance and government credibility through the perso
nal case of Chen Shuging in Hangzhou. It argues that public
trust in government depends on a basic principle long recog
nized in political thought: promises must be honored. In mo
dern legal terms, this principle is reflected in the protection
of legitimate reliance interests. When citizens comply with
laws and policies in good faith, the government has a corres
ponding duty to act consistently and predictably.

Social pension insurance is a core component of the social
security system and directly affects the daily survival and di
gnity of ordinary people. It also serves as a practical test of
whether a government can be trusted. Stable policy design,
transparent administration, and faithful fulfillment of obliga
tions strengthen public confidence. In contrast, arbitrary rei
nterpretation of rules, vague references to unspecified polic
ies, or retroactive denial of previously accepted contributio
ns severely undermine institutional credibility.

The article details Chen Shuqing's experience when applyi
ng for retirement benefits after more than twenty four years
of social insurance contributions. Local authorities refused
to process his retirement, claiming that periods of imprison
ment invalidated contributions already paid and accepted.
As a result, his officially recognized contribution period was
reduced below the statutory minimum. Chen points out that
over more than two decades, neither he nor his family was
ever informed that contributions during imprisonment were
prohibited. Even after his release, the authorities continued
to accept supplementary payments without objection.

In response, Chen submitted a formal government informati
on disclosure request. He demanded clear legal grounds for
declaring paid contributions invalid and for requiring refun
ds as a precondition for further retirement review. He argues
that a government cannot lawtully collect social insurance
payments for years and later deny its obligations without ex
plicit statutory authorization. Such behavior transforms law
into an elastic instrument that restrains citizens while excusi
ng state default.

The article concludes that the effective operation of social
pension insurance and the credibility of government are ins
eparable. When authorities honor their commitments, lawf
ul expectations are protected and social order is reinforced.
When they do not, public trust collapses, and governance its
elfloses its moral and legal foundation.

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When the Opposition Is Eliminated, the System No

On December 14, 2025, Hong Kong’ s Democratic Party an
nounced its dissolution. This was not the result of losing ele
ctions, but the completion of a systematic political purge. In
any normal political system, the opposition is not a danger.
It is evidence that power accepts limits, debate, and account
ability. When a regime no longer permits opposition to exist,
it is declaring that it no longer needs to justify itself.

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The Farce of The Battle of Penghu: A Pseudo Deba
te Between Nationalists and the CCP

The CCP film The Battle of Penghu is a political propaganda
project aimed at legitimizing a future military takeover of Ta
iwan. By portraying the Qing dynasty conquest of the Zheng
regime as heroic unification, the film exposes deep historic
al contradictions. The Qing was a Manchu conguest regime,
yet the movie glorifies Shi Lang, often viewed as a collabora
tor, while vilifying the Zheng regime, commonly seen as the
last Han polity of the seventeenth century.

Since 1949, the Chinese Communist Party has initiated a ser
ies of large scale political campaigns that fundamentally res
haped Chinese society. Official accounts often describe the
se movements as necessary historical stages or correctable
policy errors. However, research based on archives, survivor
testimony, and international scholarship indicates that the
se campaigns produced massive and largely avoidable hum
an losses rooted in systemic political structures rather than
temporary mistakes.

From 1966 to 1976, legal institutio
ns collapsed, ideological loyalty replaced professional stand
ards, and mass persecution became normalized. Millions su
ffered imprisonment, humiliation, or death, reflecting syste
mic failures rather than isolated leadership errors.

The 1989 political crisis revealed the strict limits of reform
under one party rule, as popular demands for accountability
and participation were met with military force. Subsequent
official reflections avoided institutional responsibility, focusi
ng instead on limited technical corrections.

Across these campaigns, consistent features emerge: conce
ntrated authority, lack of independent oversight, monopoly
over information, and the prioritization of ideology over hu
man life. Without confronting these structural causes, histori
cal tragedies remain vulnerable to repetition.
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Taiwan: A Moment of Clarity Under the Shadow of
Great Powers

Growing up in mainland China taught me what repression
feels like. It is not a sudden blow, but something that seeps
into language, habits, and eventually the soul. That experie
nce shaped my beljef that respecting a peoples right to deci
de their own destiny matters more than any nationalist slog
an.

At a recent academic forum in California, a Taiwanese schol
arremarked, "Ukraine today may be Taiwan tomorrow." The
silence that followed reflected not exaggeration, but a shar
ed awareness of East Asias fragile reality. Many ordinary Ta
iwanese | later spoke with expressed a simple wish: peace
and the preservation of daily life. For them, peace is not an
ideology, but a way of living.

For years, Taiwanese society has rested on an assumption
that international help would arrive if China attacked. That
belief is increasingly fragile. US foreign policy today is driv
en less by moral obligation than by strategic calculation. Tai
wan learned this lesson painfully in 1978, when Washington
switched diplomatic recognition to Beijing. That moment re
mains etched in Taiwans collective memory as a reminder
of realpolitik.

Caught between reliance on US security support and cauti
on toward Beijing, Taiwan now faces renewed uncertainty.
Rising US China rivalry and growing American isolationism
have reinforced the sense that Taiwan may be treated more
as a strategic chip than as a true partner. This echoes a long
er Western tradition of viewing Asia through shifting lenses
of utility and threat rather than genuine self determination.

Internally, Taiwans political polarization reflects a deeper sp
read of fear: fear of annexation by China and fear of abando
nment by the world. As a result, calls for dialogue are often
dismissed as surrender. This logic is familiar to anyone rais
ed under authoritarian narratives, where fear replaces reas
on. A free societys strength lies not in righteous hostility, but
in the space it allows for rational choice.

Peace does not mean submission. It means retaining agency
and negotiating power. Taiwans democratic foundation allo
ws its people to adjust course through elections. Ultimately,
Taiwans future will not be decided solely by Washington or
Beijing, but by whether Taiwanese society can think clearly
under pressure and refuse to let fear define its destiny.

International researchers estimate far higher tra
nsplant numbers than official figures. Survivors and watchd
ogs also point to cross border trafficking zones in Southeast
Asia, where detainees sometimes disappear. Together these
patterns suggest a demand driven model in which pre typed
biological data enables rapid matching, turning people into
inventory. The absence of transparent audits, independent
autopsies, and open data prevents verification and fuels ala
rm.

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The Chinese Communist Party Is Built on Lies

This essay argues that the Chinese Communist Party has at
tempted to construct an entire system of rule on sustained
deception. Drawing on the idea commonly attributed to Ab
raham Lincoln that lies cannot deceive everyone forever, it
contends that the CCP has relied on false narratives, manipu
lated data, and controlled information to fabricate an image
of legitimacy, prosperity, and popular support. Over time,
however, this strategy has exhausted the regime's political
credibility.

The text examines how deception operates across key gove
rnance areas, particularly healthcare and social welfare. Offi
cial slogans such as "universal healthcare" and "happy retir
ement" are presented as political symbols rather than lived
realities. In practice, rising medical costs, distorted insuran
ce coverage, unequal access to care, and widespread corrup
tion undermine these promises. During public health crises,
especially the pandemic, the regime prioritized information
suppression and political image management over transpar
ency and scientific responsibility. Whistleblowers were silen
ced, data were obscured, and professional expertise was su
bordinated to propaganda needs.

The essay further argues that deception corrodes not only
institutions but also social trust. When citizens are taught to
express gratitude for artificial achievements and accept dist
orted realities as normal, truth itself becomes dangerous. In
such an environment, suffering is reframed as success, fail
ure is presented as victory, and loyalty becomes the conditi
on for access to basic protections. Healthcare and pensions,
instead of functioning as social rights, become tools for poli
tical stability and control.

The discussion of the pension system highlights a similar pa
ttern. Official assurances of long term security conflict with fi
scal strain, demographic decline, and the diversion of funds
by local authorities. Younger generations are forced to subs
idize a system they no longer trust, while older citizens face
inflation, inadequate benefits, and growing insecurity.

Protesters emphasized opposition to authoritari
an rule and expressed firm support for freedom, rule of law,
and human rights. The atmosphere was solemn, determin
ed, and openly critical of political repression in Hong Kong.

Speakers focused on the December 15, 2025 verdict by the
Hong Kong High Court, which convicted the seventy eight
yearold Jimmy Lai of conspiracy to collude with foreign forc
es and conspiracy to publish seditious materials. The ruling
was widely characterized as a political trial rather than an in
dependent judicial decision, symbolizing the erosion of pre
ss freedom, judicial independence, and civil liberties under
the National Security Law.

Participants stressed that Jimmy Lai chose conscience over
personal safety and wealth, making his imprisonment a cle
ar example of political persecution. Several speakers argued
that the National Security Law has turned Hong Kong law
into a tool of repression, criminalizing dissent, journalism,
and peaceful expression. They stated that "one country, two
systems" has effectively collapsed.

International speakers, including witnesses of the 1989 Tian
anmen crackdown, described Hong Kong as a former beac
on of freedom now facing systematic dismantling. The prote
st concluded with chants calling for the release of all politic
al prisoners and urging the international community to reje
ct silence in exchange for false stability. Organizers pledged
to continue peaceful actions to expose the ongoing human
rights crisis in Hong Kong.

On December 10, 2025, Chinese Democracy Party members
held a peacetul rally in Honolulu to mark International Hum
an Rights Day, condemning CCP human rights abuses, dem
anding accountability, and calling for the release of all politi
cal prisoners.
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Christmas Protest in San Francisco Against CCP Per
secution of Christianity

A Joint Indictment by Faith, Conscience, and Demo
cracy

On December 25, 2025, Christmas Day, Christians, membe
rs of the Chinese Democracy Party, and human rights advoc
ates gathered outside the Chinese Consulate in San Francis
co to protest the Chinese Communist Party's systematic per
secution of Christianity and house churches. The demonstra
tion condemned arrests, imprisonment, and harassment of
pastors, preachers, and believers, and called for the immedi
ate release of all individuals detained solely for their faith.

Protesters emphasized the deep irony that while the world
marked the birth of Jesus Christ as a symbol of love and red
emption, Christians in mainland China continued to face sur
veillance, criminalization, and violent suppression. Speakers
noted that under Xi Jinping, CCP religious policy has shifted
from limited tolerance to comprehensive repression. House
churches are labeled illegal organizations, sermons and gat
herings are criminalized, donations are treated as offenses,
and minors are banned from religious participation.

Participants cited the nationwide crackdown on Beihai Zion
Church in October 2025, as well as large scale enforcement
actions in Zhejiang, Yunnan, and Shanxi, as evidence of an
intensified campaign against independent Christian comm
unities. Speakers stressed that persecution of Christianity in
China is not incidental but part of a long historical pattern ex
tending from the early years of CCP rule through the Cultur
al Revolution and into the present.

Organizers and speakers argued that the CCP fears religious
belief because it represents a moral and spiritual authority
beyond state control. Faith, they said, is not an enemy of so
clety but a foundation of conscience and human dignity. Se
veral speakers shared personal experiences of church closu
res, forced dispersals, intimidation, and detention of clergy
and believers.

The protest concluded with a statement affirming that the
CCP's actions violate Article 18 of the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights. Protesters declared that faith is not a cri
me, persecution is, and silence enables oppression. The Chr
istmas demonstration, they emphasized, was not only a pro
test but a moral testimony recorded for history.
